1.  REVIEWING STATUS OF PROJECTS

a. Fiji Village Project (FVP) – Meeting to be held on Wednesday afternoon regarding fundraising and planning for the FVP.  

b. Teddy Bear Hospital (TBH) – Kam Ghatora (1st-year rep for TBH) has received interest from over 30 1st-year students.  He will be speaking to the interested 1st-years today at the end of lectures about next stages in the planning.  Shruti recommended that only 1 day be dedicated for the project.  Kam will contact Shruti with updates if needed.
d. Clown Doctors – Jen Proteus has stepped up to lead this project.  She will co-ordinate this with the 1st-years.  Shruti recommended that the project be run during September, in line with the Children’s week.  Costumes will be provided.  Shruti to supply Jen with Megan’s email (Megan looked after this project last year), and a list of 3rd/4th-year students who are interested in this project.
e. Refugee Health  - Some questions from the audience regarding what sort of fundraising and projects involved with this.  Shruti mentioned that fundraising would be for medications (e.g. Vitamin D), or organizing projects to help integrate refugees into the community and particularly into health careers.  Question from floor (Jen) regarding other possible projects, for example in early stage help for refugees: in basic education, diet transition, job-seeking help etc.  Jen to contact Christine Philips regarding this.
f. Website – Kiran discussed the new website.  He will go ahead with it, and Maja’s partner will work on the Fiji Village Project website.  He will contact him regarding the layout etc, and try to make the websites look similar.  Kiran will contact Chris Bhalla regarding internet hosting details for the website.  Shruti to e-mail Kiran with photos, logo, slide-show from Week 1, opening video etc.
g. Indigenous Health placement – Question from audience as to which places are visited for the placement.  Pilot to be run in Northern Territory in June/July.  Rushanti interested in visiting Palm Island.  She will look further into this, and discuss the project in person with Shruti and Aimee.
h. Anti-smoking initiative – New leader sought for this project.  No new leader found for this project.
