h. Millennium Development Goals (MDG) Project – 

· Kiran introduced concept to audience.  It was proposed by the AMSA Global Health Network (GHN).  There is a MDG conference involving world leaders happening in Canberra in September (exact details are vague), and AMSA GHN would like all university global health groups to have a campaign to raise awareness of this meeting and the importance of increasing our aid to 0.7% of GDP (“Kevin 0.7 Campaign”).  The AMSA GHN thought it would be good for ANU in particular to get involved in some type of awareness campaign as we are located in Canberra, where the conference will occur.

· Mixed support from the audience

· Major concern is that we are too saturated with projects this year, and may not have the man power to commit to this social justice/activism project.

· Proposed by audience that we team up with Oaktree (who has an ongoing project about Kevin 0.8 Campaign).  It is proposed that we do not directly and explicitly associate with Oaktree – but rather work with the.  Due to various issues, it is recommended that we ensure we are seen as separate to Oaktree.

· Proposed we write an policy statement of some sort on behalf of ANU Medical Students

· Action items:

· Natasha Krishnadas (who has been involved with the MDG project through Oaktree) to write up policy statement

· Natasha Krishnadas to contact Oaktree at ANU to see how we can get involved in their campaign

· Kiran to confirm exact details of this MDG meeting in Canberra.  Kiran is awaiting details from the AMSA GHN.  Will be able to tell more mid August after next AMSA GHN meeting.
